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What’s Happening in BTW

President’s Letter—Where Do We Go From Here?

After several years of agonizing discussion, an official petition was finally
circulated within Bent Tree West, and 82% of the responding residents indicated
their desire to establish a Public Improvement District (PID) in order to provide
a consistent and fair funding mechanism to support our neighborhood HOA, our
security patrol efforts, and to help ensure the continued existence of our swim
and tennis facility. While the opinions of the majority of those responding to the
petition were obviously very favorable, there were not a sufficient number of
votes to create the PID. Consequently, for the time being, the PID will not be
formed, and we will not see a PID assessment on our 2005 tax bill from the City
of Dallas. At the same time, it will become more and more difficult for your
Homeowners’ Association, the Security Patrol, and the Swim and Tennis Club to
provide the services and amenities that are frequently requested.

During the recent PID petition drive, I listened to many neighbors
express their desire for the PID, and I also listened to a relatively small group
of neighbors express their disagreement with forming a PID. Whether these
callers were for or against the PID, they all expressed very viable opinions and
had very real concerns. A common theme to the calls was a sense of insecurity
in the neighborhood and a hope that something can be done to increase the rate
of appreciation in our residential property values.

While I expected to hear comments regarding our property values, I
never expected to hear our neighbors express a fear to go out at night for a walk
or a fear to leave the house unattended for a short weekend out of town. I heard
comments such as “why should [ contribute to security--my house or my car has
been broken into.” While even a full-time round-the-clock security watch will
not guarantee a crime-free neighborhood, it is quite clear that the current four
hour per day patrol is grossly inadequate for Bent Tree West. The PID would
increase the patrol hours for the next seven years to approximately ten to twelve
hours per day. As we progress without the PID, I encourage each of you to
seriously consider the safety of your family and our neighbors and urge you to
contribute to the Bent Tree West Security Patrol.

As for Bent Tree West real estate values, what can we do without funding?
Thanks to the support of approximately 55% of our neighbors, we will continue
to water and maintain our current perimeter landscaping. We will also be
financially able to continue with the planting of minimal "season color." We will
explore techniques to enhance the visual appearance of our eight entrances.
However, future funding for this exercise will be limited. In order to proceed
with this project, we need your financial support just like the Security Patrol
does. If you are currently paying your HOA dues, THANK YOU!!!! Why don't you

lean on your non-dues-paying neighbors and ask that they come to the table as you have, write a check,
and become a real contributor.

With respect to the Swim and Tennis Club, our neighbors either love it or hate it. But as I
explained to all the callers who couldn’t understand why it was included in the PID, the tennis and pool
facility will either be a significant asset to BTW, or it will be an even greater liability. For approximately
$4.00 per month per household, we can all help ensure that the Club is an asset rather than a liability.
Even if you have a pool or if you personally never avail yourself of the Club facilities, we all need to help
make certain that the Club is an asset that helps preserve and enhance our property values.

Like any group of officers and directors, your HOA's leadership group was not unanimously in
favor of the PID. However, the great majority of your HOA's leadership group believes strongly in the PID
and the benefits that its implementation can bring to Bent Tree West. At the Board's May meeting, it voted
to continue obtaining signatures in an effort to obtain the number of signatures required by the City of
Dallas to establish the PID. Those who did not return their original voting petitions will be contacted and
given another opportunity to express their opinion.

Bent Tree West is an excellent place to live. We are close to educational facilities, shopping,
recreation, healthcare, employment, and all the other necessities that one needs. With or without a PID
or an HOA or a security patrol or a swim and tennis club, we all selected an excellent neighborhood.
However, if we add the PID or the other services and amenities, we significantly add to the desirability,
security, and enjoyment of our neighborhood. Ithank everyone for their past participation and hope that
each of you will take a hard look at our community and how you can help make it a better place for each
of us.

As mentioned in the President’s Letter, the initial results of the PID balloting are inconclusive.
That is, we did not receive enough YES ballots to take the proposal to the City Council, but neither did we
receive enough NO ballots to declare the measure defeated. The Board of the BTWHOA has passed a
resolution to continue soliciting ballots until a conclusive result is reached.

What would a PID do for me?

For less than $1 a day for the average valued home in BTW, the PID assessment would provide all
these benefits:

* Security Patrol at 10 or more hours a day (vs. four hours a day currently)

» All current activities of the Homeowners Association, including
* Mowing and watering the common areas
Seasonal plantings in entryways
Repairs to sprinkler system
Electricity for lighting at entryways
Printing and mailing costs for Newsletters and Directory

» Additional improvements to entryways, lighting, and sprinkler system
* Rehabilitation of our perimeter wall

¢ Social membership in the Swim & Tennis club, including a credit of $50 toward a Tennis or Pool
membership

All of these activities promote a safer and more attractive neighborhood, which will not only
improve property values by making it more appealing to potential buyers, but also will improve the
quality of life in Bent Tree West.

Help keep Bent Tree West a great place to live! Return your signed ballot today.
What was the big rush about? Hasn’t the deadline passed?

We had initially set ourselves a very aggressive goal—to obtain 67% approval in time to place the
first PID assessment on the 2005 year-end City of Dallas property tax bills. That deadline has passed, but
the City Attorney has advised that the signatures obtained will continue to be valid for up to 18 months.
Because of the very compressed time schedule we originally had, we did not have time to do very
extensive communication about the proposal. We did send out two mailings and placed more
information on the website, but were not able to personally contact individual residents to discuss the
proposal. For this we do apologize. Our intention is to remedy this by reaching out to individual
residents either in person or by phone, providing additional details to anyone requesting more
information, and continuing to keep you updated with any new developments.

So what happens now? When will the PID become effective?

Our new goal is to obtain the necessary votes to place the first PID assessment on the 2006 year-end
tax bills.

What this means is that the PID funds would not be received by our three neighborhood
organizations until early 2007. Thus, it is very important to continue paying your HOA dues, continue
paying your Security Patrol dues, and to support the Swim & Tennis Club by becoming a Social
Member at the least, for 2005 and 2006.

What services are provided through my HOA dues?

For starters, maintenance of the perimeter and entryways of our neighborhood. This includes
landscaping (planting, mowing, etc.), payment of utility bills for electricity and water, and any needed
repairs to the sprinkler system or entryway lighting. These items make up the vast majority of our annual
budget. Maintenance of these highly visible areas is key to keeping BTW an attractive place to live and
sustaining our property values. The summer homebuying season is now underway, and we want BTW to
stand out!

Other services include the publication of the Directory and these quarterly Newsletters, operation of
a website, and a new voice mail line to facilitate neighborhood communications.

Why do we need a PID? Aren’t voluntary dues enough?

Unfortunately, participation rates in the HOA and Security Patrol have fallen to about 50% in recent
years. That means that about half of you have just been sitting back and letting your neighbors shoulder
the whole load. A PID will ensure that everyone is contributing to the safety and betterment of the
neighborhood. Plus, the PID will allow us to tackle special infrastructure improvements such as the
perimeter wall, possible replacement of the sprinkler system, etc.

To those who do not support the PID proposal because you do not think it should be
mandatory, we challenge you to prove us wrong! If we had at least 85% paid membership in the
HOAX and the Security Patrol as voluntary organizations, we might not need to resort to a PID. Send in
your dues today and let us know you care about our neighborhood. And encourage your neighbors to do

the same!
What can I do to help?

For now, please continue to pay your dues! N othing happens without funding. We need your
support to continue providing these benefits to you. And think how good it will feel to know you are
contributing to the success of the neighborhood. Don’t be a slacker. Be a part of the solution!

Bulky Trash Pickup Dates

Bulky Trash is collected in Bent Tree West starting on the first Monday of each month. Trash may
be placed by the curb no earlier than the previous Thursday. Allowable items include tree
limbs, shrubbery, furniture, appliances, mattresses and box springs. No bagged grass clippings
are allowed. No construction or remodeling materials are allowed. Please separate your brush
from your bulky items at the curbside.

The Bulky Trash pickup dates for the next few months are:

Pickup Begins Mondays: Earliest Day to Place Trash Out (Thursdays):
July 4 June 30
August 1 July 28
September 5 September 1
October 3 September 29

To ensure collection, have your trash placed out no later than 7 a.m. on Monday of the collection
week. Please clip this or mark your calendar to help you remember the correct pickup dates.
Trash placed out too early or too late is a violation of the Dallas City Code and can result in

substantial fines (up to $2,000)!

Landscape Report by Diana Tipton

Spring has come to BTW and now so has the hot weather, Don’t forget that the City of Dallas restricts
watering from 10:00 am to 6:00 pm every day from June 1 through September 30th. Also, if you haven’t had your
sprinkler’s rain and freeze sensor installed, now would be a good time to do so. Contact your sprinkler system
vendor, or call Randy Eastep at Metro Lawn Care, Inc. (office number 972-9 13-1000). If your sprinkler system is
running during the rain, you are subject to a fine from the city.

The common areas have been planted with summer color and the plantings from the fall have taken off
and look really good. We will continue to improve the common entrances to the best of our abilities but may be
limited by right-of-way restrictions as well as the expense of getting sprinklers to several areas.

Signage—if you haven’t noticed, all the brass plaques at the various entryways have been profession-
ally cleaned and refurbished. We were able to get this accomplished without removing the plaques, which re-
moval had turned out to be extremely difficult!

There is one remaining refurbished plaque, the one that had been
mounted on the North side of the Accent/Midway intersection. Vanessa
Myers will be exploring whether it is feasible to somehow mount this
plaque at the Trinity Mills/Voss intersection in place of the existing fiber-
glass-type sign, which has proved controversial with many of the resi-
dents.

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Security Patrol Update

Unfortunately, crime statistics were unavailable for November and December of 2004, so that is
why police statistics include the four month period January through April of this year. Our neighborhood
experienced a sharp rise in stolen cars and vehicle break-ins over the past few months. To reduce
your exposure to these type of crimes, valuables should be brought into your home rather than left in
your vehicle and, if possible, cars should be put into your garage at night.

Membership in the Security Patrol continues to erode. In the six month period of May-October
2001, 404 households, or 60.2% of the 670 homes in BTW, participated in the program. In the most

current period beginning in November 2004, 323 households, or 48.2%, have joined this community-
based organization. The Security Patrol now collects membership fees on an annual basis. With a little
more than half of the year gone until the November 2005 membership drive, any resident interested in
becoming a participant in the Security Patrol - please send in a $80 check made payable to
Security Patrol (BTW), Inc. to BTWHOA, P. O. Box 701111, Dallas, TX 75370-1111.
